In exercise of the powers conferred by section 20 E of the Ancient Monuments and
Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1958 read with Rule (22) of the Ancient Monuments and
Archaeological Sites and Remains (Framing of Heritage Bye- laws and Other Functions of the
Competent Authority) Rule, 2011, the following draft Heritage Bye-laws for the Centrally Protected
Monument “Picture Gallery, Husainabad, Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh” prepared by the Competent
Authority, in consultation with the University School of Architecture and Planning, Guru Gobind
Singh Indraprastha University, New Delhi were published on 01.12.2021, as required by sub-rule (2)
of Rule 18 of the National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman and Members
of Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011, for inviting objections or suggestions from the
public;

The objections/suggestions, received before the specified date have duly been considered by the
National Monuments Authority in consultation with the Competent Authority.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (5) of the Section 20 E of the
Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1958 the National Monuments
Authority, hereby makes the following bye-laws, namely:-

Picture Gallery, Hussainabad, Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh

CHAPTER1

Preliminary

1.1 Short title, extent and commencements:
(1) These bye-laws may be called the National Monument Authority Heritage bye-laws, 2023 of
Centrally Protected Monument — Picture Gallery, Husainabad, Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh
(i1) They shall extend to the entire prohibited and regulated area of the monuments.

(ii1) The provisions of these bye-laws shall have effect notwithstanding anything inconsistent
therewith contained in any other bye-laws, whether made before or after the commencement
of these bye-laws, or in any instrument having effect by virtue of any bye-laws. It shall not
be obligatory to carry out amendments in these bye-laws to make them consistent with any
other bye-laws.

(iv) They shall come into force with effect from the date of their publication.

1.2 Definitions:

1. In these bye-laws, unless the context otherwise requires, the definitions as given in the Act
or the rules made thereunder have been reproduced hereunder for the sake of convenience:-

(a) “ancient monument” means any structure, erection or monument, or any tumulus or
place or interment, or any cave, rock sculpture, inscription or monolith, which is of
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historical, archaeological or artistic interest and which has been in existence for not less
than one hundred years, and includes:-

(i) the remains of an ancient monument,
(i) the site of an ancient monument,

(ii1) such portion of land adjoining the site of an ancient monument as may be required
for fencing or covering in or otherwise preserving such monument, and

(iv) the means of access to, and convenient inspection of an ancient monument;

(b) archaeological site and remains” means any area which contains or is reasonably
believed to contain ruins or relics of historical or archaeological importance which have
been in existence for not less than one hundred years, and includes:

(1)  such portion of land adjoining the area as may be required for fencing or covering
in or otherwise preserving it, and

(i) the means of access to, and convenient inspection of the area;

(c) “Act” means the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1958
(24 of 1958);

(d) “archaeological officer” means an officer of the Department of Archaeology of the
Government of India not lower in rank than Assistant Superintendent of Archaeology;

(e) “Authority” means the National Monuments Authority constituted under Section 20 F of
the Act;

(f) “competent authority” means an officer not below the rank of Director of archaeology or
Commissioner of archaeology of the Central or State Government or equivalent rank,
specified, by notification in the Official Gazette, as the competent authority by the
Central Government to perform functions under this Act:

Provided that the Central Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette,
specify different competent authorities for the purpose of section 20C, 20D and 20E;

(g) “construction” means any erection of a structure or a building, including any addition or
extension thereto either vertically or horizontally, but does not include any re-
construction, repair and renovation of an existing structure or building, or, construction,
maintenance and cleansing of drains and drainage works and of public latrines, urinals
and similar conveniences, or the construction and maintenance of works meant for
providing supply of water for public, or, the construction or maintenance, extension,
management for supply and distribution of electricity to the public or provision for
similar facilities for public;

(h) “Floor Area Ratio (FAR)” means the quotient obtained by dividing the total covered area
(plinth area) on all floors by the area of the plot;
FAR = Total covered area of all floors divided by plot area;

(1) “Government” means the Government of India;
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(j) “maintain”, with its grammatical variations and cognate expressions, includes the
fencing, covering in, repairing, restoring and cleansing of a protected monument, and the
doing of any act which may be necessary for the purpose of preserving a protected
monument or of securing convenient access thereto;

(k) “owner” includes-

(1) a joint owner invested with powers of management on behalf of himself and other
joint owners and the successor-in-title of any such owner; and

(i1) any manager or trustee exercising powers of management and the successor-in-office
of any such manager or trustee;

(1) “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act;

(m)“prohibited area” means any area specified or declared to be a prohibited area under
section 20A;

(n) “protected area” means any archaeological site and remains which is declared to be of
national importance by or under this Act;

(o) “protected monument” means any ancient monument which is declared to be of national
importance by or under this Act;

(p) “regulated area” means any area specified or declared to be a regulated area under
section 20B of this Act;

(q) “re-construction” means any erection of a structure or building to its pre-existing
structure, having the same horizontal and vertical limits;

(r) “repair and renovation” means alterations to a pre-existing structure or building, but shall
not include construction or re-construction;

2. The words and expressions used herein and not defined shall have the same meaning as
assigned in the Act or the rules made there under.
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CHAPTER 11

Background of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains
(AMASR) Act, 1958

2.1 Background of the Act:

The Heritage Bye-Laws are intended to guide physical, social and economic interventions within
300m in all directions of the Centrally Protected Monuments. The three hundred meters area has
been divided into two parts (i) the Prohibited Area, the area beginning at the limit of the
Protected Area or the Protected Monument and extending to a distance of one hundred meters in
all directions and (ii) the Regulated Area, the area beginning at the limit of the Prohibited Area
and extending to a distance of two hundred meters in all directions.

As per the provisions of the Act, no person shall undertake any construction or mining operation
in the Protected Area and Prohibited Area while permission for repair and renovation of any
building or structure, which existed in the Prohibited Area before 16 June, 1992, or which had
been subsequently constructed with the approval of DG, ASI and; permission for construction, re-
construction, repair or renovation of any building or structure in the Regulated Area, must be
sought from the Competent Authority.

2.2 Provision of the Act related to Heritage Bye-laws:

Section 20E of AMASR Act, 1958 and Rule 22 of Ancient Monument and Archaeological Sites
and Remains (Framing of Heritage Bye-Laws and other functions of the Competent Authority)
Rules, 2011, specifies framing of Heritage Bye-Laws for Centrally Protected Monuments. The
Rule provides parameters for the preparation of Heritage Bye-Laws. Rule 18 of National
Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman and Members of Authority and
Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011, specifies the process of approval of Heritage Bye-laws by the
Authority.

2.3 Rights and Responsibilities of the Applicant:

Section 20C of AMASR Act, 1958 specifies details of application for repair and renovation in the
Prohibited Area, or construction or re-construction or repair or renovation in the Regulated Area
as described below:

a) Any person, who owns any building or structure, which existed in a Prohibited Area before
16" June, 1992, or, which had been subsequently constructed with the approval of the
Director-General and desires to carry out any repair or renovation of such building or
structure, may make an application to the Competent Authority for carrying out such repair
and renovation as the case may be.

b) Any person, who owns or possesses any building or structure or land in any Regulated Area,
and desires to carry out any construction or re-construction or repair or renovation of such
building or structure on such land, as the case may be, may make an application to the
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Competent Authority for carrying out construction or re-construction or repair or renovation
as the case may be.

c) It is the responsibility of the applicant to submit all relevant information and abide by the
National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman and Members of the
Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011.
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CHAPTER III

Location and Setting of the Centrally Protected Monument — Picture Gallery, Husainabad
Baradari, Lucknow

3.1 Location and Setting of the Monument:

The monument is located at GPS Coordinates Lat: N 26° 52’ 27.14”; Long: E 80° 54’ 27.18”.
Picture Gallery also known as Husainabad Baradari is part of the Hussainabad Complex, an
approximately 1.5 km stretch along the main spine of the Husainabad Trust Road, starting from
Bada Imambara in the south-east and extending to the Juma Masjid in south-west direction. The
stretch is dotted with several monuments, including centrally protected monuments like Rumi
Darwaza, Chota Imambara or Husainabad Imambara and a British cemetery along with other
landmark historic structures like the Clock Tower and Satkhanda.

The monuments, built across the span of 18" and 19™ centuries are a true specimen of the

splendor and grandiose of the Nawabs of Awadh and their capital at Lucknow. The Baradari is

flanked by Husainabad tank in the south, clock tower in south-east and Satkhanda in the south-

west. On the east is the Kudiya ghat and river Gomti.

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Today, Husainabad forms the core and heart of the old city of Lucknow, which is also a designated
heritage zone and has been redeveloped into a heritage precinct. It is one of the major tourist
attractions in the city and witnesses huge footfall of tourists from across the country.

3.3 History of the Monument:

The monument was built in the year 1838 as a summer house by Nawab Mohammad Ali Shah,
the third Nawab of Awadh (1837-1842). The building used to be known as ‘Baradari’ meaning
‘having 12 doorways’ and situated in the red coloured building in Mohalla Husainabad in old
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Lucknow. For some time the Baradari was known as the Taluqadar Hall, when it was handed
over to the Anjuman of Talugadars of Awadh by the British. However, later it was used as a
'Picture Gallery' that displayed portraits of the Nawabs of Awadh that had been painted between
1882-1885 by visiting European artists Harrison, Dawling and Gravet and one Indian artist
D.S.Singh. The eyes, heads and shoes of the portraits seem to move along the gaze of the
viewer. It is also believed that the painting was done on elephant skin and that the core
ingredient of the colors used is diamond. The term 'Picture Gallery' is infact a misnomer because
the gallery is housed only in a small portion of the monument.

In front of this Baradari, Mohammed Ali Shah built a magnificent Talaab (Hussainabad Tank)
in 1839, accompanied by a small mosque and a matching hamam (bath) at the two corners. It is
a large polygonal composition, connected by large reservoirs on the east and west sides. A flight
of steps leads down to the edge of the water from all sides. A Meena Bazaar, a sarai (rest
house), one astabal for horses and one Pheelkhana (stables for elephants) had also been built.

Muhammad Ali Shah had resolved to make Lucknow into veritable Babylon. In 1839 he started
building in the neighbourhood of the present Clock Tower, an edifice similar to Babylon’s
minaret or floating garden and named it Satkhanda or seven-storeyed tower, but it reached only
its fifth storey in 1842 when Muhammad Ali Shah died. He built it as a watch-tower to provide
a bird’s eye view of the old city area of Lucknow. The tower has many huge triple-arched
windows and compartments. A flight of spiral steps leads to different storeys of the building.

Husainabad Imambara, more commonly known as the Chota Imambara was built between
1837 and 1842 by Nawab Muhammad Ali Shah. The structure was built both to function as a
congregation hall for Shia Muslims but also as a mausoleum for the Nawab and his mother. A
prominent gilded dome sits a top the building, which is otherwise rich with majestic archways,
minarets and smaller domes. The interior of the mausoleum is adorned with grand chandeliers,
gilded mirrors, colourful stucco as well as a silver-faced throne.'

Construction of the Juma Masjid was started by Nawab Mohammad Ali Shah in the year 1839
CE, but unfortunately, in the year 1842 CE, the Nawab died during the period of construction
and after his demise the mosque was completed by his queen - Malka Jahan Sahiba in the year
1845 CE. An incomplete Imambara can be seen on the southern side known as Imambara Malka
Jahan. The construction of this Imambara was started by queen of Awadh but could not be
completed due to Sepoy Mutiny.

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During a short period of five years only, Mohammad Ali Shah made Lucknow a very beautiful
city to live in. From Hussainabad Gate towards Rumi Darwaza, a wide road was taken out
which became famous by the name of Chowk. On both sides of the road, elegant looking
buildings were built. Rumi Darwaza, Asaf-ud-Daula Imambara and its Masjid were on one end
of this road, and on the other side Satkhanda and Hussainabad Gate were standing many high
buildings encircled the new Imambara and adjacent to it were Jama Masjid.’

The Rumi Darwaza, Bada Imamabara and Asafi Masjid together form an architectural
complex of magnificent scale and eplendour. It was built by Nawab Asaf-ud-daula in the
eighteenth century when he shifted the capital of Wadh from Faizabad to Lucknow. His mortal
remains along with that of the architect of the complex, Kifayat Ullah are buried inside the
Imambara. It is said that the Nawab began the construction of the Imambara complex to
generate employement at the time when a severe drought and subsequent famine had broken out.

The Hussainabad Clock Tower is located in close proximity to the Picture Gallery in the
south-east direction. Construction of the clock tower began in 1880 and was completed in 1887.
It is 221 feet in height and containes the largest clock in India. >

The balcony of the Picture Gallery was known for giving beautiful panoramic views of the city
which it continues to do even in present times.

3.4 Description of the Monument (architectural features, elements, materials etc.):

The Picture Gallery, also known as Baradari is a double storeyed building having 12 doorways.
It is a pink and terracotta coloured building, built in lakhauri bricks set in lime mortar and
finished with lime plaster. The ground floor has cusped arches, each of which is crowned by a
kangura at the apex, whereas the upper storey consistes of seven arched openings. European
influence may be seen in the wide arches which are supported on fluted pillars, built with
lakahuri bricks and stucco in imitation stone. The structure is covered with a flat roof but
ventilations have conical sloping roofs to provide natural light to the main hall. The main hall is
now used as a Picture Art Gallery. On either side of the baradari later additions are seen. The
arches, pillars, roofs and parapets indicate that these structures belong to a later stage. The
structures on the west are now used as the office of the Hussainabad Trust.* A nuique feature of
the Hussainabad Baradari is that it contains iron pillars in the upper storey corridor facing the
talaab and this had been used for the first time in the buildings of the Nawabs. (Refer
Annexure I11-b)

3.5 Current Status

3.5.1 Condition of the Monument - condition assessment

The maintenance and preservation of the Centrally Protected Monument (CPM) and its
protected area is the exclusive domain of Archaeological Survey of India (ASI). The
photographs depicting the present condition of the protected monument is appended in
Annexure —VI.

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CHAPTER IV

Existing Zoning, if any, in the Local Area Development Plans

4.1 Existing Zoning:
e The Lucknow Master Plan 2031, Section 8.11.9 designates three Heritage Zones, as shown
in the map in Annexure IV-¢, namely:
(1) Hussainabad Complex
(i) Kaiserbagh Complex
(i11)) La Martiniere Complex

The centrally protected monument of Picture Gallery is located in the Husainabad
Complex (Heritage Zone) of Lucknow.

e As per the Lucknow Master Plan 2031, Section 8.11.11, the Lucknow development area has
been divided into 31 Regulation Zones (Annexure IV-b). These Regulation Zones are
generally confined to the boundary of the main roads of the homogeneous area. The
proposals for the detailed development plans of the individual regulation zones are yet to be
prepared as per the Master Plan 2031.

e The site of the Picture Gallery, Husainabad falls under the Zone 8 of the Zonal Plan.

4.2 Existing Guidelines of the local bodies:

In the Lucknow Master Plan 2031, Chapter 8, section 8.11.9 titled Provisions for Historical
Buildings/Sites.

(1) Architectural Control for Historical Buildings/Sites

For buildings in important areas, buildings facing main roads or buildings near structures
of historical significance, the approval of architectural/ arts based construction plans will
be necessary.

(2) Planning Controls:

The relevant provisions of the Government of India shall be applicable on the Centrally
Protected Monuments notified by the Archaeological Survey of India. On other listed
heritage monuments, the above mentioned provisions shall be applicable.

Analysis of surveyed data:

5.2.1 Prohibited Area and Regulated Area details:

e Total Protected Area of the monument is 1379.978 sq.m
e Total Prohibited Area of the monument is 47429.157 sq.m
e Total Regulated Area of the monument is 282850.982 sq.m

Salient features:

Another centrally protected monument, Husainabad Imambara or the Chota Imambara partially
falls in south-west direction in the Regulated Area of the Picture Gallery.

The Husainabad area was re-developed as a heritage complex in the year 2014-2017 which
involved road widening, landscaping, lighting of the monuments, installation of signages and
street lights and creation of public plazas.

5.2.2 Description of built up area:

Prohibited Area:

e North: Dense residenctial fabric known as Shish Mahal, mostly comprising of low-rise
residential buildings ranging from G+1 to G+2 storeys and characterized by narrow
lanes.

e South: In the south is the stepped Husainabad Tank and in the south-east direction is the
Husainababd Clock Tower. (refer image 6.3 and 6.4 in Annexure VI)

e East: Parking facility is available in the north-east direction of the monument. Part of the
Shish Mahal Mohalla forms the edge of the Prohibited area in the north-east direction.
The residences in this direction are low-rise ground floor structures comprising of some
very old lakhori brick structures as well.

e West: The edge of the prohibited area is lined by the low-rise residences of the Shish

Mahal mohalla. Parking facility is available along the Anwar Nawab road adjoining the
monument complex.
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5.2.3

Regulated Area:

North: A dense built fabric comprising of midrise residential buildings ranging from
G+1 to G+3 storeyes (refer mage 6.7 and 7.8). The area is part of the Sheesh Mahal
compound which was the erstwhile palace of the Nawabs, the remains of which are
present in this direction (refer image 6.5 and 6.6). The area has since then developed
organically and unsystematically resulting in poor infrastructure and narrow approach
roads and by-lanes. The historic Sheesh Mahal pond also lies in this direction,
surrounded by densely built multi-dwelling residences. There are small shops along the
interior roads.

South: Along the Husainabad Road to the south of the monument, single storeyed
structures, mostly small shops and eateries can be seen (refer image 6.11 and 6.12) while
part of the Husainabad Imambara (Chota Imambara), a centrally protected monument
lies in south-west direction (refer image 6.9 and 6.10). A mosque and a religious
organization by the name of Rauza-e Hazrat Muslim are present in the premises of Rais
Manzil in the south.

East: Adjacent to the Clock tower plaza on the east is the Durgadevi Road connecting
Sheesh Mahal pond in north-west to Hussainabad road in the south. Along the Durgadevi
road there are ad-hoc temporary settlements partially eclipsed by facades of tin-sheds. A
new apartment block by the name of Sheesh Mahal apartments (basement + 4 storeys)
have come up along the Durgadevi road in the north-east direction of the monument.
33/11 KV sub-station Ghantaghar, Lajpat Nagar electric sub-station and an under
construction Museum and Food court block are present in the south-east direction.

West: The Satkhanda tower, which is a part of the Husainabad Heritage Complex is
present right outside the prohibited area. The dense built fabric of residential and
commercial buildings of Shish Mahal, Gend Khana and Ram Ganj are present in this
direction characterized by unplanned and organic development alongwith narrow streets.

Description of green/open spaces:

North: A park is present in front of the Picture Gallery along with an open parking space
in the north-east direction in the Prohibited Area. Other than that, there is no substantial
open or green space in the Regulated Area in this direction.

East: Ghanta ghar park and public plaza which are also part of the Hussainabad Heritage
Complex are present in the east and south-east direction in the Prohibited Area (refer
image 6.4). Along the Durga-devi road in the east is a vast stretch of open land, its land-
use identified as park and park open space in the Lucknow Master Plan 2031, currently
occupied by temporary settlements. Further east is the Kudiya Ghat along the river
Gomti.

South: A vast stretch of open land, belonging to the Husainabad Allied Trust is present
in the south-east direction in the Regulated Area along the Husainabad road. (refer image
6.13)

West: A small pocket of landscaped green space in front of the Satkhanda is present in
the Prohibited Area. Apart from a few old trees, there is no substantial open or green
space in the Regulated Area.

Area covered under circulation - roads, footpaths etc.:

The park and plaza precinct of Picture Gallery-Hussainabad tank and Clock Tower is
enveloped by Hussainabad road in the south-east to south-west direction, Durga-devi
road in the south-east to north direction and the Anwar Nawab road in the south-west to
north-east direction. The portions of these roads falling in the Husainabad Heritage
Complex are made two-way and finished in cobblestone to regulate traffic speed. Along
the roads are wide footpaths dotted with trees for pedestrians. The narrow by-lanes in the
dense residential area of Shish Mahal are finished in paver blocks.

Heights of buildings (Zone wise):

North: Predominantly residential buildings ranging from G+1 to G+4, maximum height
being approximately 17.5 m.

South: Majorly residential and commercial buildings of G+1 and G+2, maximum height
being approximately 11.5 m.

East: The elcetric sub-station is G+1 structure of approximately 8.5 m in height whereas
the under construction food court and museum are G+1 and G+2 respectively, ranging
from 8.5 m to 11.5 m in height.

West: Predominantly residential buildings ranging from G+1 to G+4, maximum height
being approximately 17.5 m.

State protected monuments and listed Heritage Buildings by local Authorities, if
available, within the Prohibited/Regulated Area:

There is no State Protected Monument within the Prohibited and Regulated Area. A part
of Tomb of Muhammad Ali Shah (Husainabad or Chota Immabara) which is a Centrally
Protected Monument comes in Regulated Area in the south-west direction. Clock Tower,
Husainabad Tank and Satkhanda located in the Prohibitted Area are under the
Husainabad Allied Trust, looked after by the District administration.

Public Amenities:

New toilet blocks have been developed to the east of the Picture Gallery in the Ghanta
Ghar Park as part of the urban redevelopment project. Drinking water facility is also
present in the Toilet blocks. Upcoming museum and food court blocks are under
construction, proposed in the south-east of the Picture Gallery along the Durgadevi road.
Designated parking facility is available for visitors in the north-east direction. Direction
signages, streetlights and benches are also present in the Ghanta Ghar precinct.

Access to the Monument:

The monument is directly accessed by Durgadevi Road on the east when approaching
from Rumi Darwaza and by Anwar Ahmed Road on the west when approaching from
Husainabad Gate.

Infrastructure services (water supply, storm water drainage, sewage, solid waste
management, parking etc.):

Parking is provided for the visitors near the monument in the Picture Gallery and Ghanta
Ghar precinct. Water supply and solid waste management is also present in the Toilets
provided near the monument.

Proposed zoning of the area as per guidelines of the Local Bodies:

According to the Lucknow Maha Yojana (Master Plan)-2031 and the Revised City
Development Plan 2040, the site of the Picture Gallery in Husainabad falls under the
Husainabad Complex Heritage Zone. (Annexure IV - ¢)

Site of the Picture Gallery, Husainabad falls under Zone 8 of the Zonal Plan as per the

Lucknow Master Plan 2031 (Annexure IV-b). Detailed Zonal Plans are not yet prepared
by the Authority.

CHAPTER VI

Architectural, Historical and Archaeological Value of the Monument

Architectural, historical and archaeological value:

The 'Picture Gallery' is part of the ensemble of monuments which together form the large
historic complex of Hussainabad. The Hussainabad complex is a glorious specimen of the
architecture and aesthetics which developed in Lucknow under the patronage of the Nawabs of
Awadh during the eighteenth and nineteenth century. The monuments in the complex belong to
the rule of different Nawabs and show the eclectic style of architecture ranging from the Bada
Imambara and Rumi Darwaza complex which were influenced by Persian aesthetics to the Juma
Masjid on the other end inspired from the Mughal era Jama Masjid in Delhi. The Clock Tower,
credited for being one of the highest clock towers in India is an element of the British times
whereas Satkhanda and Picture Gallery denote a time in Lucknow’s history which drew
significant influence from the western part of the world. Together, the Husainabad complex is an
ensemble of iconic architectural marvels which give Lucknow its unique skyline.

The Picture Gallery along with the other monuments in the complex lie in close vicinity to the
banks of river Gomti and although the connection with the river bank is now difficult to establish
due to the high bandha road, historical connection to the river might have been very strong.

Sensitivity of the monument (e.g. developmental pressure, urbanization, population
Pressure, etc.):

The piece of land between the Durgadevi road and the Kudiya Ghat bandha road is a crucial
piece of land currently in the process of development. It is essential to regulate the development
in this land as it forms the backdrop of the views from the Picture Gallery and the connection
between the Gomti river in the east to the precinct of the monument as a strong physical
connection as may have been historically. Insesitive residential developments have strated to
come up in this land, blocking the view from the Picture Gallery. Temporary settlements and
encroachments, blocked by tin sheds may be seen along the Durga Devi Road. (as seen in
archival maps) (refer image 6.15, 6.16 and 6.17)

The growing pressure is also evident in the exponential rise of mid-rise multi-dwelling units in
the historic urban settlement of Shish Mahal to the west of monument. Since there is no formal
plotting and the houses are a result of reconstruction on old properties divided through
generations, there is lack of quality of spaces, roads and other infrastructure services.
Regulations like restriction in height of new constructions is crucial to regulate amd respect the
skyline formed by and from the monuments in the vicinity.

The development of the commercial trail along the Husainabad road, to the south of the

monument should be maintained and regulated to respect the heritage character of the area.

Some shops are encroaching into the footpath which not only impacts the streetscape but also

hinders the experience of the pedestrians. Incongruous and insensitive additions in the heritage
structures like the Satkhanda police chowki (refer image 6.9) in the Husainabad Gate not only
poorly affects the visual integrity of the heritage structures but also harms the structural stability
of the gates.

Visibility from the protected monument or area and visibility from Regulated Area:

The monument is clearly visible from the Prohibited and Regulated Areas in the south, south-
west and south-east. The skyline from the monument in the south-east to south-west has changed
significantly over the years, as visible when compared from archival photographs, however, has
fairly maintained the historic character. On the north-east direction from the monument, the vast
expanse backdrop has been compromised due to the construction of few residential buildings.
(Refer Annexure V)

Land-use to be identified:

According to the Lucknow Master Plan 2031 the land-use of the Picture Gallery precinct and
some protions of the Shish Mahal colony (on the north-west of the monument) fall under the
category of ‘Places of Historical and Cultural Significance’. The land-use of the ecetric sub-
station is marked as ‘Power station’ and the patch of land beyond the Kudiya Ghat bandha road
along the river is marked as ‘Park and Open Spaces’. The other portions of the Shish Mahal
colony in the west direstion of the Regulated Area is designated ‘Residential’ land-use.

Archaeological heritage remains other than the protected monument:

There are no archaeological heritage remains known as of now in the vicinity of the monument.
However, the site may have archaeological remains buried in the layers of earth which may be
subject to further research and excavations. Hence, any construction in the surrounding area
should be carried out with utmost are and supervision of ASIL.

Cultural Landscapes:

The monument is part of a larger cultural landscape consisting of several historical mouments
built by the Nawabs of Awadh in the context and setting of River Gomti as seen in archival
maps. These monuments had strong linkages to the social, cultural and architectural history of
the city of Lucknow. This linkage of the monuments with the setting of the river has been altered
and hampered over the years.

In the present context, a new cultural space has emerged in the Picture Gallery-Clock Tower
precinct which comprises of newly designed public parks and plazas. It has become a vibrant
public square which witnesses large footfall of people and public gathering from all across the
city. It has boosted a sense of belongingness amongst the locals and has become part of a
contemporary cultural fabric of the city.
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6.7 Significant natural landscapes that forms part of cultural landscape and also helps in
protecting monument from environmental pollution:

Picture Gallery is located in close proximity to River Gomti on the east. Although there is no
clear visibility or setting of the river along the precinct of Picture Gallery or with the
Hussainabad Complex on the whole but as seen in archival maps. It is established that there was
a strong connection of the river as a setting of these monuments. This connection may be
established again through future proposals.

6.8 Usage of open space and constructions:

There are several open pockets of land around the Picture Gallery which must be maintained as
open land in the future proposals and plans to maintain the context and setting of these
monuments. The empty patch of land between Durga Devi road and river Gomti is vurnerable to
encroachments and illegal constructions. The development in these areas must be kept in check
and any proposal that hampers the visual setting and integrity of the monuments must not be
allowed to be constructed.

6.9 Traditional, historical and cultural activities:

The monument as its name suggests is a Picture Gallery and visited by many tourists on a daily
basis. The plaza in the precinct of the Picture Gallery and Clock Tower has in recent times
emerged into a major public gathering space with cultural and other social events frequently
being held.

6.10 Skyline as visible from the monument and from Regulated Areas:

The skyline as viewed from the monument towards the Husainabad Trust road shows an urban
skyline dotted with historical landmarks. Annexure V shows comparative images of the skyline
through archival and present photos.

6.11 Traditional architecture:

The remains of the erstwhile Shish Mahal palace still exist in what is now known as the Shish
Mabhal area in the north-west of the Picture Gallery (refer image 6.5 and 6.6). Other than that,
some dilapidated lakhori brick structures can be seen from the Picture Gallery towards the north-
west.

6.12 Developmental plan as available by the local authorities:

It may be seen at Annexure V. Detailed Zonal Development Plans of the individual regulation
zones are yet to be prepared by the Authorities.
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6.13 Building related parameters:

The monument Picture Gallery is located in close vicinity with four other Centrally Protected
Monuments of Hussainabad Heritage Complex, hence, the Prohibited and Regulated boundaries
of Picture Gallery overvlap with the buffer zones of Hussainabad Imambara in the south-west
and the Cemetry at Fort Machhi Bhawan on its south-east. Considering the same, the Heritage
Bye-laws have been framed as per the zones developed from overlapping of the boundaries.
(refer figure 6)

This document should be read in conjunction with the heritage bye-laws of other monuments
in the cluster.

Zone 1 - Prohibited Area:

As per AMASR Act, no new construction shall be permissible within the 100 m radius of the
Centrally Protected Monument.

Repair and Renovation:

Internal changes and adaptive reuse may be generally allowed, however, external changes shall be
subject to scrutiny/NOC from the National Monuments Authority. Changes may include
retrofitting/renovation that may be permitted when the building is structurally weak or unsafe or when
it has been affected by any natural calamity and renovation is absolutely necessary.

Original building vocabulary and layout along with built/open relationships are to be adhered to.
General repair and upkeep of buildings will be permitted, subject to NOC from the Competent
Authority.

The repair and renovation in structures should be sympathetic and congruous with the heritage
character of the surrounding areas. New cladding materials like ACP, HPL, laminates, tiling etc or
glazing will not be permitted.

Reconstruction:

Reconstruction is defined in Section 2(k) of AMASR Act, 1958, Permission for reconstruction in
Regulated Area is accorded as per Section 20 C(2) of the AMASR Act, 1958 and Rule 6(IV) and Rule 7
of AMASR Rules, 2011. In case of natural calamities, the permission for reconstruction is accorded as
per Rule 16 of the AMASR Rule, 2011. The new structure or building as a replacement to the older
building in case of reconstruction shall follow the same horizontal and vertical limits as per the pre-
existing structure. The use of incongruous materials in the facade such as glazing, metal cladding,
Aluminium Composite Panels (ACP), High Pressure Laminates (HPL), tiles, laminates, etc. is not
permitted. The new structure should be sympathetic and congruous with the heritage character of the
surrounding area.

Zone 2 — Regulated Area 1:

a) Height of the construction (including rooftop structures like mumty, parapet, etc.): The
overall height limit for new development or additions to existing buildings shall not exceed 10.5 m
(inclusive of the parapet, mumty or any other services on the roof).

b) Usage: The majorly residential character with some commercial and mixed-use activities should
be maintained in the future.

¢) Building material and Facade design: Elevation should be subtle and in-line with the heritage
structures. Modern construction materials may be used but the external fagade should not be clad
with materials like ACP, HPL, laminates, tiling, etc or glazing will not be permitted.

e The exterior can be of a neutral tone in harmony with the monuments such as beige and other
earthy colours which do not create a harsh contrast with the monument.
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d) Other Regulations:

e Construction of basement will not be permitted.

III. Zone 3 — Regulatged Area I1:

The regulations for this Zone to be referred in the Bye-laws of the Cemetery near Machhi Bhawan and
Asafi Imambara (Bada Imambara) and Rumi Darwaza Complex.

IV. Zone 4 — Special Regulated Zone:

The pocket of land enclosed between the Durga Devi road in the west, Kudiya ghat road on the east and
Husainabad Road on the south. This pocket of land is of high significance and hence the development
must be regulated.

a) Usage: As per the land-use defined in Lucknow Master Plan 2031, this area is designated as
“Places of Historical and Cultural Significance”. Therefore, no residential and commercial
activities shall be permitted in this area. However, construction of public amenities such as
museums, haats, exhibition spaces, interpretation center, souvenir shops, cafeteria, ticket
counters, toilets, drinking water facility, open parking and other such amenities may be allowed
subject to condition that the work is executed under the supervision of ASI.

b) Height of the construction (including rooftop structures like mumty, parapet, etc.): The
overall height limit for new development or additions to existing buildings shall not exceed 7.5
m (all inclusive).

¢) Roof Design: Only flat roof design shall be followed. No structure can be built on the roof of
buildings using temporary materials such as aluminium, fibre glass, polycarbonate or similar
materials.

d) Building Material and Facade Design: Elevation should be subtle and in-line with the heritage
structures. Modern construction materials may be used but the external facade should not be
clad with materials like ACP, HPL, laminates, tiling, etc or glazing will not be permitted.

e) Color: The exterior can be of a neutral tone in harmony with the monuments such as beige and
other earthy colours which do not create a harsh contrast with the monument.

f) Other Regulations:
e Construction of basement will not be permitted.

e Stilt parking or multi-level parkings will not be permitted.

V. Zone 5 — Riverfront:

The area is demarcated by the green patch and Ghat along the river Gomti marked by the Kudiya ghat
road on the west.

e No construction shall be allowed in the areas designated as green and open spaces.

e The spaces may be designed as parks and river fronts with landscape design, public plazas and
squares, amphitheatre may be developed.
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e Provision of streetlights, benches, signages, open parking, toilets and drinking water may be
allowed.

e The future design proposals and interventions should be in harmony with the heritage character
of the area and should not detract from or dominate the heritage character.

V1. Zone 6 — Historic Corridor:

The buildings along the interface of the Hussainabad Road, Imambara Road and Durga Devi Road (as
marked in the map) form an important element in the entire heritage character of the area and contribute
in defining and enhancing the views and vistas from and of the monuments. Therefore, the following
regulations must be followed:

a) Facade Design: Subtle and simple with plain and minimal designs. The building design should not
detract from or dominate the existing heritage character of the surrounding.

e (Glossy finishes and materials like tiles, ACP, HPL etc., are not considered characteristic of the
heritage area and should be avoided.

e No window air conditioning units to be installed on the front facades facing the corridor.

e Wires and pipes (rain water, waste water, etc) should be concealed and not distrupt the visual
harmony of the surrounding.

b) Roof Design: Only flat roof design shall be followed. No structure can be built on the roof of
buildings using temporary materials such as aluminium, fibre glass, polycarbonate or similar
materials.

¢) Color: The exterior can be of a neutral tone in harmony with the monuments such as beige and
other earthy colours which do not create a harsh contrast with the monument.

d) Streetscape: The continuity of facades is an important element in the streetscape and should be
retained in any new development.

e The front building edge shall strictly follow the existing street line. No encroachment beyond
the building line shall be acceptable.

e A common size and design template may be adopted (as per recommendations of the Local
Authorities) for the standardisation of retail signages of the shops.

VII. Zone 7: Hospital:

The regulations for this Zone to be referred in the Bye-laws of the Asafi Imambara (Bada Imambara)
and Rumi Darwaza Complex.

Other Regulations:
e Proposal for construction of any large scale public infrastructure project like Metro

(underground or overhead), foot-over bridges, flyover, multi-level parking or any such project
shall be subject to a detailed Heritage Impact Assessment.
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6.14 Visitor facilities and amenities:

Toilets and drinking water facilities are available near the monument in the Picture Gallery
precinct. Signages and street furniture like benches are also available. Ramp for differently abled
and braille should be made available at the site.

CHAPTER VII

Site Specific Recommendations

Site Specific Recommendations:

Site may also have descriptive plaques based on authentic historical narrative.

All signs within the historic precinct should be compatible and harmonious with the special
character of the monument and its surroundings.

The installation of signages should not damage the historic fabric, nor diminish the historic
character of the monument.

No advertisements in the form of hoardings, bills within the heritage zone will be permitted.
Regular upkeep and maintenance of the monument to protect it from any structural damage.

The paintings and other displayed artifacts in the Picture Gallery should be better
maintained.

Other Recommendations:

The jurisdiction and the boundaries of the heritage zone may be integrated into the local area
plan that is prepared and implemented by the Lucknow Development Authority as the local
area plan provides a single window framework for implementation of regulations of the
Master plan as well as heritage regulations. Layout plans with urban design guidelines may
also be included at the local area plan level.

Provisions for differently able persons shall be provided as per prescribed standards.
More indigenous/local dense canopy of trees should be planted along the modern boundary
of the protected monument to elevate the buffer from the existing urbanisation around the

monument.
